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RADIO, RADIO, ITS A SOUND SALVATION

Alright, so now you've found the elusive WKDU
on your radio, tuner, et al. But the truth is, it an
doesn't sound all that great. In fact, it fades in

and out, and hisses and moans and does all

sorts of weird things that you thought was not

possible with an electronic device. Don't

worty, faithful listener. The fault is not in your
. fadio. Jtjust m'eht % us,

Now | realize that we don't often make
mistakes, but constrictions of time and money
have made WKDU a little less than what we
would like. Last year, our operating budget
was cut by 45%, so we have been struggling to
get by with equipment that has definitely seen
better days. Until we can remedy the situation,
however, we'll have to get by in whatever
manner possible. To make it easier for you to
listen to us, we have a few tips that may take
away some of the annoying static.
First, let's talk about how we broadcast our
signal. We have been allowed by the Federal
Communications Commission to broadcast at
a power of 110 Watts. Now, that is not really a
lot. Brand M radio, broadcasting from
Rittenhouse Square, has a signal of 29,000
Watts. Quite a difference! But WKDU has an
AAAAAAA advantage in that our transmitter is located
high atop the Van Renssalaer Dorm of Drexel
University. This building is itself on the highest hil
in Powelton Village. With this advantage, we
have been able to reach far into New Jorsey,
Delaware and as far west as that lovely boro
of Broomall, PA.
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The Joy of Hearing Can Be Yours Again!
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Now as you might expect, this is spreading our
signal kind of thin, and when you do get us you
might not hear us in stereo. Well, there's a
reason for that: WKDU does not broadcast in
stereo! Once again this goes back to reasons
of money; the equipment to broadcast in
steéreo costs quite a bit. However, we are now
looking into trying to obtain this equipment
sometime in the forseeable future.

So, where are we? Well, now that we know that
WKDU broadcasts in mono, we don't have to
worry about that little stereo light coming on

when you're tuned in. The tuning-in part may still 1

prove to be difficult though. Even with the high
transmitter, our signal still comes in weak in
some areas. The next thing to do is to increase
yourgeception.

If you usually listen to 'KDU on your home
stereo system, you'll benefit most by aftaching
an antenna to your set. You can do this in ONENAAAAA A —
of two ways. If you have an outdoor tv
antenna on your roof, you will see that at the
end of the antenna wire there is a little plastic
box. This plastic box then has a set of wires that
connect to VHF and UHF terminals on your V.
This box is known as a signal spiitter. On most of
these splitters there is also a set of terminal
screws for “FM". By using a length of fiat
antenna wire, you can connect the "FM"
terminals to the external antenna connection
on your stereo receiver. Once you have done
this, you will be amazed at the stations that you
will be able to tune in. Best of all,'KDU will
come in clearer than ever.

The second way of improving your signal is to

attach a dipole antenna to your stereo

feceiver. These antennas are easy to attach

and are relatively inexpensive. They are

familiar for the T pattem they form. It is AAAAAAAAY AAAA H
important that these antennas are fully

extented into a ‘T", or the advantages of using

an antenna are lost.

Both of these antenna connections are faity /
easy to do, and parts like the signal splitter or
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the dipole antenna can easily be bought at /!
your local Radio Shack. Tell the guy there what //
you want to do; he'll probably be able to help /
you. /

Now for those listening on portable radios,
Walkmans, etc., ight now it looks like we can't
help you allthat much. But stay tuned! One
day soon we may be able to blow Brand M
radio right off the dial.

The CS Angels consist of a standard rock line
up with guitar, bass, keyboards and drums.
The “CS" must be used in the U.S. because the
Communications Satellite Corp. threatened
them with a lawsuit because of their REAL
NAME, the COMSAT ANGELS. Two major
distinctions of the Comsat's sound are, first,
primal driving drums which are used more
subtlely now, since the early days when they
were one of the originators of the "big drum”
sound (U2 is another founder). The other
thoroughly Comsat sound is their use of the
keyboards combined with Stephen Fellows'
vocals, which evoke dream-like images.

The "Cutting Edge" is my favorite track
where the piano and plodding bass intertwine.
Taking a drive on a rainy day with the drums
as windshield wipers and the driver is
thinking how a sharp knife is both
penatrating/pioneering and repels/pushes
away anything near it at the same time. The
driver is talking about how this is like
them,"This heart of stone/Now it turns out
to be lead/This is for the best | said,” and a
guitar mingles in.

"Flying Dreams" is a good example of the big
drums side of the CS Angels. The guitar rips
in, bass and drums plow through, while a
piano lays the ground work. The lyrics are
about escaping, perhaps from England or just
reality altogether. In the middle there is a
break that takes you on a ride where they,
"Turn off the engine/ and start to climb.”

At the opposite extreme,l've always loved
the Angels' piano ballads. "Pray for Rain" is
one of them, featuring a beautiful piano
accompanied by an unassuming bass. The
words work on various levels. Most
obviously, the rain refers to rain that is
needed to cool a hot arguement,
words-temper-anger-heat-flames,"l've met
my match/Don't say a word/All we can do is
pray for rain." To the experienced Comsat
fan an older song is suggested,“After the
Rain.” | consider this song to be a Comsat
classic, had commercial radio played this
song 5 years ago or if they played it today it
would be a hit. “After the Rain" is the Comsat
Angels' "Pennies From Heaven", one of their
greatest achievements to date. To me, "Pray
for Rain" refers to the challenge of matching
the earlier "Rain" song.

The songs I've addressed so far, are not the
most upbeat. Gleeful pop is not the Comsats®
forte, but hey, that never hurt Jackson
Browne lf you like driving, atmospheric rock
that does not put you to sleep, this is your
band. If you like "Chasing Shadows" then you
may want to pick up on the Comsat Angels
earlier material. They have been releasing
vinyl since 1979. Their first album contrasts
with "Chasing Shadows" in general, by being
more raw and rougher. The vocals, drums,
bass, and guitar have a lot more edge. Since
then, their musicianship has improved,
they've explored various genres of music and
developed their own sound; the thread of
which was never lost since the band's
inception. The edge has been polished so as
not to repel listeners from a still penetrating
sound. - Ginny Mc
